Notes of previous meeting/matters arising
The notes of the previous meetings were agreed as a true record.

3 Up date on extended schools development

Potential new schools joining the Cluster

It was explained that from April onwards there is a very strong possibility of more schools joining the cluster which means that the cluster could expand to ten schools, the current extended schools cluster has six schools (one secondary school and five primary schools).  This will mean that the project manager's time would be spread more thinly and would have to work more strategically.

Funding

Funding streams for the next financial year 2006/2007 have not been confirmed but it is thought that from April '06 existing schools within the cluster will receive £1000.00 and that schools that are not in the extended schools cluster would receive £6000.00 to carry out extended schools activities.  

New schools joining the cluster and existing schools in the cluster would be asked to pool up this money to make effective use of the money.  

Website

There was some discussion for the need for a website for Extended Schools. This would be looked at the next steering group meeting.

Use of school buildings

Schools would like to have their buildings used for community use, however the reality is that not all schools can open up their school buildings for community use because of health and safety reasons.  Structural work needs to be done in these schools so that certain parts of the school can be partitioned/cordoned off to ensure safety of all users.  

National College for School Leadership (NCSL)

Kay explained that our Extended Schools Network has been allocated four free places for NCSL conferences.  Senior members of staff from schools and the Extended Schools Project Manager have been attending these conferences and will be attending more conferences in the coming months.  

Our Extended Schools Network will also receive free facilitation support from the NCSL.  The cluster will work with NCSL to come up with a strategy for extended schools.

NCSL will also be facilitating the Extended Schools Networking day.

Gate House

Kay explained that she was looking at renting the Gate House on Skipton Road. This would be used to deliver extended services for families and children attending Victoria Primary School.  This facility would also be available to other schools and for community use.  Asset management are going to carry out a survey in the near future.

4 Update on the Extended Schools Networking Day

Nazia confirmed that the Extended Schools Networking Event is going to take place on March 15th at Cliffe castle Museum from 9am-1pm.  Nazia explained that a funding application has been put to the Community Chest for £350.00 to help fund the event and is waiting to hear the outcome of that.  Sangat Centre is going to provide catering for 80 people. They are also going to provide chair and tables.

Invitations are going to be sent in the next two weeks.  All organisations attending the event will be asked to complete a proforma that will allow us to map existing activities/provision in the area.

5 Health Needs Assessments 

Elaine Upson (school nurse) talked about Health Needs Assessments and the priorities that have been set for this year.

John Dennis gave an update on the linking schools event and the new walkways routes.

Mandy explained about the work that Streets and Lane's Project are doing in schools and the type of work that they can do in schools.  Schools said that the quality of work form SALS was excellent but the project needs to be consistent to make a difference.
